2. Been within 1 metre or longer without face to face contact

3. Sexual contacts

4. Been within 2 metres of someone for more than 15 minutes (either as a one off contact or added up together over the course of a day)

· Direct transmission of the virus

· Any child who has symptoms of coronavirus must be sent home:

1. Parent / carer phoned to collect the child and siblings;

2. Minimise contact with others by isolating the child in the board room with one adult (2m distance) until a parent arrives to collect them. Windows opened and the door closed;

3. Siblings will need to be collected;

4. When the parent collects, a parent guide to be given by the office staff. Parents are advised to follow the current government guidance for household with possible or confirmed cases of Covid-19;
If needed SMLT to remind them of the need to get a test and the guidance of 10 days in isolation along with the other family members isolating for 10 days;
5. Parent to be asked to inform the school of the test result;

6. If child returns within the 10-day period, they will not be admitted and sent home with parent unless the child has tested negative and is symptom free (and is not living with anyone who has developed symptom in last 10 days or who has tested positive within that time);
7. If they have tested positive whilst not experiencing symptoms but develop symptoms during the isolation period, they should restart the 10 days’ isolation period from the day they develop symptoms;
8. Other members of the household (including siblings) should self-isolate for 10 days from when the symptomatic person first had symptoms;
9. If a person is self-isolating because they have symptoms and they get a negative result, they feel well and no longer have symptoms they can stop self-isolating (as long as they are not living with anyone who has developed symptom in last 10 days or who has tested positive within that time);.
Isolation in the board room / Head’s Conference
· Windows open for ventilation and door closed

· If the board room is in use or a second child needs isolating, then the Head’s Conference room to be used.
· Supply of PPE to be available in the board room, first aid area and office.

· TA from the child’s bubble to sit with the child until they are collected. There needs to be a 2m gap between the adult and child. If a 2m gap is not possible then staff member to wear a face mask / PPE. This member of staff or pupils who have been in close contact do not need to self-isolate unless:

1. They develop symptoms themselves;

2. The symptomatic pupil subsequently tests positive;

3. They are requested to do so by Track and Trace.
4. They have subsequently tested positive from a LFD test as part of the worker programme

· If contact with the child is necessary then full PPE (gloves, apron, face mask) must be worn. All staff must know how to use PPE correctly.

· If there is a risk of fluid entering the eye, then eye protection (visor) must also be worn.

· If contact is made with the child without PPE, the adult should thoroughly wash their hands for at least 20 seconds. 

· Used PPE must be double bagged and placed in clinical waste.

· If the child needs to go to the toilet they are escorted to the disabled toilet (separate toilet in the conservatory), ensuring they pass nobody on the corridor. Child must not touch door handles etc. Out of order notice placed on the toilet door once used and toilet and door handles to be thoroughly cleaned as soon as possible. Office to be asked to call site staff to thoroughly clean.

· Once the child has left the board room to go home, the board room must be put out of action until thoroughly cleaned using household bleach. A note to be placed on the door.

3. Classroom doors not to be held open as these are fire doors and present a fire hazard;

4. Flexibility to allow additional indoor clothing ie coat if children are cold.

· This  risk assessment is a ‘living document’ with changes made as, if and when needed. These will be communicated to parents via the APP and / or website. 

· Signage and cones in yard to guide parents to drop off / pick up points.

· Window for dropping off (8:40 – 8:50) and picking up (3:30 – 3:40) with parents following a one-way route through the school yard (both EYFS and main school) – see map in Guide.

· Staggered drop off and collection points across the site for each bubble with children (see map in Guide).

· Parents with a blue badge (or consultant verified significant medical condition) drop off and collect via the office. 

· Parents to be made aware of transport recommendations given in government advice.

· Only one parent should drop off / collect children.

· All bubble staff to be out with class teachers receiving and dismissing pupils on the first day. 

· Children to be asked to wear a waterproof coat. Umbrellas provided for staff. Children to bring own. 
· Families enter via the Year 6 entrance. Member of staff at the entrance to ensure orderly, distanced entry and prevent overcrowding.

· Parents to be informed not to gather at the school gates / doors to talk to other parents.
· Parents to wear a face covering when dropping off and picking up.

· Set process for staff to meet and greet children and entry into school. Children are taken into school by support staff when a number of children have arrived with teachers remaining outside to greet remaining children. (see Guide) 

· Children who arrive via the office are taken by a member of bubble staff to their class or handed over outside to their teacher. 

· Wet weather procedure in place.

· On entering the classroom children go straight to their identified seat.

· At the end of the day children escorted (socially distanced line) to the collection point. If possible, adult at the front and one at the back watching for children who are too close. Reminders given when this happens. 

· All teachers have up to date collection arrangements for their group children and are aware of any CP collection issues.

· COVID-19 section on website is updated with all relevant information for parents.

· Gates to be locked at 8:50am with late children entering via the school office. The attendance of pupils who are frequently late will be reviewed by the Head Teacher.

· Year 5 / 6 parents to drop off at the gate and children walk to their class assembly point.

· Younger siblings will need to be walked round by a parent as the Y5 / Y6 children do not enter the middle school or lower school drop off areas.

Late – drop off

· Children who are late arriving are registered via the office by parents.

· Beverages available for staff in the staff room as is usual, but staff are encouraged to bring their own water for throughout the day and to limit their use of communal facilities.

· All cups / cutlery to be put straight in the dishwasher and not be hand washed.

· Minimise use of staff room with numbers limited to 12 at any one point in time, with priority given to staff on PPA.
· Staff in the staff room to socially distance at all times.

· A daily log of interactions to be kept in Office / Reception. 

Self-isolate

· Any member of staff, parent or child must self-isolate and follow the current ‘stay at home’ guidance if they:

· have been in close contact with someone who tests positive;

· live with someone who develops symptoms;

· have recently travelled from certain other countries.  
· If a member of staff or pupil lives with an individual who has tested positive they must self-isolate for 10 days;

· If the member of staff or child who has been in close contact with someone who has tested positive and their test is negative they can return to school after the 10 days’ isolation. 

· In the event of a parent sending their child back within the isolation period school will make the decision to refuse the child if necessary to protect pupils and staff from infection.

· Staff and pupils asked to self-isolate by Test and Trace must do so for 10 days. Staff must provide a self-isolation note which is available online:

Return to school

· If someone tests negative, feel well and no longer have symptoms they can stop self-isolating and return to school after remaining in isolation for 10 days (as long as nobody they live with is positive or is symptomatic and not had a test)
· If someone tests positive they should inform school, follow current government guidance and self-isolate for at least 10 days from the onset of their symptoms and only then return. The whole household should isolate for 10 days from the date the person developed symptoms. 
· School should not request evidence of a test result.

· Template letter provided by Health Protection Team to be sent to parents and staff as needed. The names and details of people with coronavirus will not be shared, unless to protect others.

· School will provide the details of other staff or pupils who have been in close contact with the infected person. Close contact means:

1. Direct close contacts – face to face within a metre

2. Proximity contacts – extended close contact within 1-2m for more than 15 minutes

· Barriers to digital access are overcome by the distribution of laptops, tablets, dongles and SIM cards along with printed resources if needed

· Statutory guidance in Keeping Children Safe in  Education is followed

· Care groups will undertake the remote learning for their year group

· School will monitor the engagement with home learning of children who are at home, and those sent home to isolate

· The minimum hours for remote education will be:

Responding to case and outbreaks

· Possible cases without a positive test: self-isolation for the individual with symptoms for 10 days and 10 days for family contacts 

· Confirmed cases-: self-isolation for confirmed individual 10 days. 10 days for family contacts. 

· More than one confirmed case - self-isolation of cases for 10 days and 10 days for school and family contacts. School to inform HPT and LEA 
· Confirmed cases in parents – self isolation for household contacts (10 days) including children. School contacts of children do not need to isolate.
