	Before and after school club staff and parents are not aware of school policy and enter school with Coronavirus:

· Staff and pupils are in contact with individuals who are unwell risking direct transmission

· Staff, pupils and visitors bring the virus into school
	· Signed risk assessment to be left in office and all before and after staff to have an emailed copy to read. 
· Copy of current risk assessment for before and after school clubs to be on website with parents signposted to it when there is a change.

· S Khan (office) to keep up-to-date with latest Govt advice and ensure that the Head and SMLT are up to date. 
· Any confirmed cases of Coronavirus (pupils or staff) to be reported to school. Head to be informed immediately and action taken as per risk assessment.
· Any child, parent or carer or visitor displaying the symptoms of coronavirus or who has tested positive in the past 10 days must not enter the school. They should get a test and self-isolate for 10 days if displaying symptoms.
· Office to keep a record of all attendees.

	Coronavirus / Covid-19

Formal consideration of how to reduce contacts and maximise distancing between those in school wherever possible

Minimise the potential for contamination as far as is reasonably practicable

	Control Measures

Always:

· Ensure good hand and respiratory hygiene for everyone by promoting thorough hand cleaning and the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach (A, B)

· Maintain enhanced cleaning arrangements, including cleaning regularly touched surfaces often (C);

· Keep occupied spaces well ventilated (D)
· Follow public health advice on testing, self-isolation and managing confirmed cases of COVID-19 (E, F, G, H)

	A. Robust handwashing hygiene
· Indirect transmission of the virus due to poor handwashing

· Lack of hand sanitiser / soap means that children and staff cannot wash their hands

· Pupils forget to wash their hands
· Ingestion of hand sanitiser 

	· Handwashing routines are built into the school’s culture, supported by behaviour expectations.
· All staff and pupils wash hands more often than usual.

· Hand sanitiser available in all classrooms, the school office and first aid. 

· Use of hand sanitiser by children is supervised given the risks around ingestion. Handwashing is preferable for all children.

· Sufficient handwashing facilities are available.

· Cleaning of hands for both pupils and staff is regular, for at least 20 seconds and with soap and water. 
· Specific support for pupils with complex needs.

· Staff explicitly teach and supervise health and hygiene protocols including hand washing. Pupils reminded to regularly wash their hands 

· All staff and children to hand wash frequently with soap and running water. Sinks in the classroom to be used where possible to prevent overcrowding in toilet areas. Help given for youngest pupils and those with complex needs as needed:

· On arrival at school

· Before lunch

· After lunch

· After using the toilet at any point during the day

· After sneezing or coughing 

· After sneezing children must wash or sanitize their hands.

· 4:2 to have extra hand sanitising stations and year 2 to use shared area sink.

· Audit and replenish supplies at the end of the day and at lunchtime: toilets, classroom, office.

	B. Robust respiratory hygiene practices: 

· Danger of transmission due to poor hygiene practices
	· ‘Catch it, bin it, kill it’ is built into the school’s culture, supported by behaviour expectations.

· Younger children and those with complex needs are supported to get it right

· Routines and expectations set out at the start of each day with frequent reminders. Key messages are reinforced to children as often as needed, and at least daily and in a variety of ways e.g. through games, repetition and rhymes.

· Staff explicitly teach and supervise health and hygiene arrangements including tissue disposal.

· All children and staff encouraged not to touch their faces. 

· All classrooms have a supply of tissues, hand gel, soap, disinfectant / wipes and a lidded bin. 

· Lidded bins to be used for tissue waste and emptied throughout the day (see cleaning).

	C. Enhanced cleaning:
· Daily cleaning is not carried out to the guidance leading to the indirect transmission of the virus

· School environment is not safe in relation to transmission of the virus
	ENHANCED CLEANING WITH ONSET OF NEW VARIANTS 
· Caretaker and business consultant hold a copy of the general cleaning schedule.

· Senior member of school site staff read government guidance and ensure its implementation:

· A clear programme for enhanced cleaning is set up and maintained daily.
· All frequently touched surfaces, equipment, desks, light switches, chairs, doors, door handles, sinks and toilets to be disinfected and cleaned thoroughly each day and at the end of each group usage, adhering to guidance on cleaning of non-healthcare settings. 
· Hand wipes to be available in all classrooms for enhanced cleaning

· Toilets to be cleaned at least 2 times a day. 

· Toilets and classrooms to be checked for soap, hand gel, tissues and hand towels at the end of lunch and at the end of the day.

· Thorough cleaning of all areas and classrooms at the end of each day. Any cleaning by school teaching and support staff will not replace the site staff regime.
· A deep clean undertaken at the end of each week and of rooms if / when a positive case has been reported.

	D. Ventilation:

· The virus is transmitted due to the virus circulating through the air


	· Spaces and classrooms must be well ventilated but a comfortable temperature must be maintained:

1. Natural ventilation: Windows to be open to provide constant background ventilation, whilst maintaining a

comfortable teaching environment. Open higher windows in preference to lower ones to avoid draughts (the vast majority are lower opening windows). Windows can be opened more during breaks or while classrooms are unoccupied to provide a purge; 

2. Mechanical ventilation systems should be adjusted to increase the ventilation rate where possible;

3. Classroom doors not to be held open as these are fire doors and present a fire hazard;

· Flexibility to allow additional indoor clothing ie coat if children are cold.

Ventilation reduces the concentration of the virus in the air and therefore reduces the risk of transmission

	F - Minimising contact between individuals

	Member of staff or pupil attends before or after school club with Coronavirus:

· Staff and pupils are in contact with individuals who are unwell risking direct transmission

· Staff, pupils and visitors bring the virus into school
	· Parents to book in via the school booking system. Bookings to be made in advance. 
· No parents to leave children at breakfast club unless they have booked in.

· Guidance sheet for staff on symptoms of Covid 19. SMLT to make final decision if needed.
· Any confirmed cases of Coronavirus (pupils or staff) to be reported to school. Head to be informed immediately and action taken as per risk assessment.
