*Your child’s allocated visit date will be communicated with you separately to this letter.
The Industrial Museum brings to life what is was like in Victorian times and allows children to become fully immersed in this topic. The children will not only get to see Victorian homes, machinery and artefacts but as part of the day, the children will be taking part in a weaving workshop in which they will learn skills and techniques used by mill workers. They will come away understanding why Bradford earned its name as the ‘wool capital of the world.’ 
On the day of their visit, we ask that your child attends school on time. We aim to arrive at the museum for 10 am. This will provide us with ample time to fully explore the museum. We aim to return for the usual end of school time of 3:30pm.

Your child should attend in uniform, bring a warm, waterproof coat and have on sensible black school shoes on. Your child will need to bring a packed lunch and a drink in a carrier bag so it can be disposed of on site (no glass bottles please). If your child is entitled to a free school meal, this will be provided by school. No sports drinks, sweets, money or cameras should be brought.

There is a £5.90 charge for the visit, which covers transport, insurance, admission and the workshops at the Industrial Museum. This is payable through ParentPay. The cost of the transport has been subsidised by the school. Please have this paid by Friday 24th October as we will have to make a decision on whether the trip can go ahead and inform the museum if we need to cancel due to a lack of payment.
